1.1. Competition Project Proposal 
1.1.1. Competition project proposal is an application submitted on the basis of a special, thematic, or free competition announced in terms of a program;
1.1.2. Competition is announced in agreement with Executive Director and in compliance with the priorities of a program strategy;

1.1.3. Project proposal can be accepted within the dates announced in advance;
1.1.4. Program board of experts reviews project proposals which are finally approved by the executive council.

1.2. Non-competition project proposal
1.2.1. Non-competition project proposal is an application submitted by an applicant in compliance with the foundation rules not on competition basis;
1.2.2. If a non-competitions project proposal doesn’t nor correspond with the foundation’s mission and carries no strategic importance, Executive director takes decision on refusal to review it;

1.2.3. Non-competition project, if coinciding with the foundation’s mission and carries strategic importance or/and has obtained co-financing from a donor organization working in the field of civil society development or Open Society Institute network program, is reviewed by the board of experts (on the basis of approval by relevant program of the foundation) and consequently is approved by the Executive council;
1.3. In-house project
1.3.1. In-house project proposal is a project prepared by the foundation program/project within the framework of the program strategy in agreement with the Executive Director, which aims at implementation of research-analytical, service, advisory and advocacy related activities in terms of the foundation’s mission and program priorities, by direct involvement of the foundation staff members and/or individually selected experts.
1.4. Partnership project proposal
1.4.1. Partnership project proposal is a project prepared by the foundation project/program within the framework of the foundation strategy in cooperation with the partner organizations for attaining goal set in advance;
1.4.2. Partnership project can be initiated within the foundation strategy, on the basis of negotiations between, on one hand, the foundation executive section or executive council and on the other hand, partner organization;
1.4.3. Partner project is reviewed by project/program board of experts and is consequently approved by the executive council.
1.5. Project proposals on founding spin-off organization and its further support
1.5.1. Project proposal on founding spin-off organization is a proposal submitted by a program prepared for establishment of an organization independent from the foundation;
1.5.2. Project for further support of a spin-off organization is a project proposal submitted by the foundation spin-off organization;
1.5.3. Executive council approves project proposals on founding spin-off organization and its further support.

1.6. Network project proposal
1.6.1. Network project proposal is a project proposal initiated by a member of Open Society Institute network;
1.6.2. Relevant network program of Open society Institute approves network project;
1.6.3. If a network project needs to obtain financial support from Open Society Georgia Foundation, it is reviewed by  the board of experts of the relevant program and executive council;
1.6.4. Decision on a project submitted to network program ”East East” is taken differently:
· If a project or its part is implemented in Georgia, it is reviewed by an ad hoc committee of experts of the foundation;

· In case if a project is implemented in other country, has been already approved by OSI network and Georgian representatives were invited to participated in it, ad hoc committee can alter only one of the part if a documented reason for this is present.
1.6.5. A network project shall be administered in compliance with the foundation rules.
1.7. Project proposal submitted in terms of a joint competition
1.7.1. Project proposal submitted in terms of a joint competition is a proposal submitted via competition announced by the foundation and other donor organization/s;
1.7.2. Joint competition is announced mutually by the foundation and donor organization(s). Specific conditions of a competition and the rules of administration are determined by mutual agreement and approved by the executive council;
1.7.3. The decision on competition winner projects is taken by a joint committee composed of the representatives of the foundation and donor organization(s);
1.7.4. In compliance with the competition conditions set on the basis of negotiations, it is permissible that the foundation assumed administration of the project or its part.
