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In the period preceding elections, gaining the knowledge on demo-
graphic profile of the supporters, their values, beliefs and estimations be-
comes especially important for each political actor. Equal access to this
information will contribute to the fairness and equality of pre-election
process, will provide an opportunity to all political parties to better plan
their pre-election campaign. To this end serves the analyses of the part
of the data of supported by OSGF study “Generations and Values”. The
study itself aims at determining the similarities and disparities in values
of different generations of adults for planning ways for decreasing the in-
tergenerational distance and supporting effective cooperation, but due to
the vicinity and the importance of parliamentary elections a question con-
cerning political preferences was included in the survey instrument. The
analyzes presented below describes demographic profile, beliefs, values,
personality features of the respondents grouped by political preferences
and their attitudes towards existing in the country situation.

The study was carried out in the period of November, 21 — Decem-
ber,19 2011 in all the regions of Georgia. It was representative, as the
number of surveyed in each region corresponded to the share of popu-
lation of region to country’s total population. Although the sample had
some restrictions. Due to the goal of the study, persons of three genera-
tions, only those aged 18-24, 40-50, and 60-70 were surveyed. The hierar-
chical probability sampling was used for the selection of the respondents
— the interviewers visited every fifth house of the settlement from the
predetermined starting point and surveyed the household member cor-
responding to the identified by methodology quota of specific age and
gender. The interviewes were taken only from Georgian speaking popula-
tion. Interview lasted from 30 to 45 minutes.

Agreement to participate in the survey posed a serious problem in
Thilisi.

ANALYSES OF RESULTS

Question for determining political preference was worded in the fol-
lowing way: “In case of presidential elections hold tomorrow, who will
you vote for?”

Above the half of the respondents did not give a definite answer. The
most often cited possible presidential candidate was Bidzina Ivanishvili.

A big share of respondents, more than the third refused to reveal po-
litical preferences, some declared that did not want to reveal it, others said
that have not made a choice so far. Also big was the share of skeptics, of
those who has not supported any political actor. These three groups con-
stitute the half of the respondents and in fact are a potential reserve of any
political actor. Concentration of oppositional electorate around Ivanish-
vili’s figure became evident, all the other leaders of opposition taken to-
gether are supported by mere 3.3% . This definitely points to the existence
of only two real powers — of Ivasnishvili and the National Movement.

Below we will present the part of the study results united into five
groups - supporters of Ivansihvili (Gr.I), opposition (Gr.II), the National
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Movement (Gr.Ill), those who has not revealed preference — selecting
answer options: do not want to answer and difficult to say (Gr.IV), and
those who do not have preferences (Gr.V) (See Annex, Table 1). The data
mostly are presented in Tables in Annex. For the clarity, in the text we
do not discuss two groups — supporters of opposition, which is too small
and therefore the data do not allow to make generalization and the group,
which did not reveal the preferences. So the focus is on the supporters of
Ivanishvili, of National Movement and on those who do not support any
one, whom we call Skeptics.

DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE AND INTEREST IN POLITICS

Compared to others Ivanishvili supporters are more concentrated
(61.9%) in urban areas (See Annex, Table 2), have higher than high and
vocational education (University students, persons with University and
doctoral degrees) — 59.3% (See Annex, Table 3). Compared to the sup-
porters of the National Movement more Ivanishvili’s supporters are com-
puter, internet and social network users (56.7%, 53.6% and 43.2% corre-
spondingly) (See Annex, Table 4). 27.7% often talks politics with friends
(See Annex, Table 5), less than a half (45.7%) is interested in politics (See
Annex, Table 6), 40.2% follows TV news daily (See Annex, Table 7).

Rural population prevails among the supporters of National Move-
ment (62.7%). 47.4% of their supporters has unfinished University or
University education. 51.7% is user of computer, 49.0% of internet and
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40.4% of social networks. 30.6% often discusses politics with friends,
more than a half (50.7%) is interested in politics. The biggest share,
71.3% follows TV news daily.

The majority (55.3%) of those, who does not support any political
entity is urban dweller. 50.3% has higher than high and vocational educa-
tion. This group has the highest portion of computer, internet and social
networks users (64.0%, 62.7% and 53.4% correspondingly). 16.6 % often
discusses politics with friends, Very small fraction (25.5%) points that is
interested in politics, only 39.1% watches TV news on a daily bases.

ECONOMIC CONDITION

According to the self-ratings majority considers own family of mid-
dle affluence. Skeptics are better-off (34.9%) than supporters of Ivanish-
vili (32.5%) and the National Movement (27.5%) (See Annex, Table 8).

Majority (51.7%) points that the economic condition of their family
has not changed during the last year. The difference between the groups
of supporters appears among those, who pointed to the change. 37.8%
of National Movement supporters declares positive and 18.7% negative
change. Similarly, among the Skeptics the bigger is the share of those
who pointed on improvement (28.5%), compared to those who pointed
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on deterioration (21.5%), while the opposite tendency is apparent among
Ivanishvili supporters - 19.6% of them speaks on improvement and 29.4%
on deterioration of economic condition (See Annex, Table 9).

56.90% of National Movement supporters, 52.6% of Skeptics and
51.5% of Ivanishvili supporters does nothing for income generation (See
Annex, Table 10). From those who work, the majority has income from
working in state sector. More the National Movement supporters (15.3%)
than anyone else’s work there. Private sector serves as a source of income
for the biggest part of Ivanishvili (17.0%) supporters (See Annex, Table
11).

VALUES, BELIEFS AND PERSONAL FEATURES

The groups do not differ by values. Health, family, home and educa-
tion are evaluated as the most valued aspects of life. Its noteworthy that
compared to all the other groups, Skeptics ascribe more value to friend-
ship (See Annex, Table 12).

In fact the groups also do not differ by the ranking of the importance
of different personality features. Majority considers the most important
for the person to be loyal to friends, to enjoy respect, to be helpful, to
believe in God and be humble (See Annex, Table 13).

The importance people ascribe to the features that child can learn at
home is one more aspect of values. All, listed in questionnaire 11 features
were estimated as important by more than 90.0%. Among them majority
selected responsibility, hard work, knowing how to behave in society and
persistence as the most important. Its worth noting that independence was
considered as an important feature by the smallest portion of respondents
(See Annex, Table 15).

The supporters of the National Movement stand out by optimism and
self-esteem. These features the least characterize Ivanishvili supporters.
Skeptics occupy the middle position. 93.8% of the National Movement sup-
porters is convinced that ultimately, the hard work brings success (so thinks
77.7% of Ivanishvili supporters and 77.0% of Skeptics), 82.2% thinks that
what one achieves in life depends more on her, than on others or situation
(so thinks 66.3% of Ivanishvili supporters and 69.4% of Skeptics). 59.9%
believes that in life everything will happen more as one wishes (so thinks
52.1% of Ivanishvili supporters and 61.6% of Skeptics). Quite self-confi-
dent is 72.2% of supporters of the National Movement, 61.5% of Skep-
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tics and 52.1% of Ivanishvili supporters. Satisfied with the life is 52.6%
of the National Movement supporters, 33.5% of Skeptics and 31.7% of
Ivanishvili supporters. 64.1% of the National Movement supporters, 60.6%
of Skeptics and 46.2% of Ivanishvili supporters feel happy. Majority of the
members of all the three groups (69.4%) is convinced that good education
ultimately will bring success. The most of all in this again believe support-
ers of the National Movement, and the least of all — Skeptics (65.2%). The
National Movement supporters express the most (23.1%) and Skeptics the
least trust (16.2%) to others (See Annex, Table 16).

RELATIONSHIPS

Supporters of all the political actors, 97.1% of respondents considers
family as an important institution. 88.7% disagrees with the statement
that marriage is outdated. 93.2% thinks it important for the family to cel-
ebrate festivities together, 72.9% prefers family to dine together. 95.3%
thinks that person should put aside everything to help the family member
in need and according to 52.2% person should defend family interest even
knowing that family’s position is not right.

67.2% thinks that man should have a final say in family decisions. Ac-
cording to 49.1% after marriage women should devote less time to work. So
thinks 51.0% of Skeptics, 49.2% of Ivanishvili and 45.4% of the National
Movement supporters. Although the majority (66.3%) expresses preference
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to the marriage in which both spouses work and share household duties, this
type of marriage is preferred by 67.5% of Ivanishvili supporters, 66.2% of
Skeptics and 61.1% of the National Movement supports.

A bit less (91.5%) than in regard to family member, thinks that per-
son should put aside everything to assist a friend in need. 39.0% considers
necessary to support friend’s position, even when it is not right.

DEMOCRACY

Evaluation of democracy differs among the groups. It is considered as
the best form of governance by the biggest share (80.9%) of the support-
ers of the National Movement. Least of all this estimation is supported by
Skeptics (57.0%) (See Annex, Table 17). It is difficult to judge what mean-
ing respondents ascribe to democracy, as the answers to the questions that
follow the evaluation do not correspond to it. There is an apparent tendency
for Skeptics selecting the answer options corresponding the most and for
the supporters of the National Movement the least, to the acknowledged
features of democracy. So, only 60.6% of the National Movement support-
ers thinks that the President of the country should listen to people and act
according to their needs (See Annex, Table 18). Also the biggest part of the
National Movement supporters, i.e respondents who evaluate democracy in
the most positive way, does not consider participation of people in decision-
making necessary (See Annex, Table 19). Only 40.1% of this group thinks
that any person or organization has the right to organize protest action
against state initiative (See Annex, Table 20). Again, compared to others,
the smallest is the portion of the National Movement supporters (82.5%),
who thinks that everyone should be granted freedom of expression (See
Annex, Table 21). The biggest portion of the National Movement support-
ers (59.4%) considers acceptable for authorities to sometimes violate the
law for the detention of a criminal (See Annex, Table 22). Also in this group
is the biggest the share of those (18.4%) who considers that the main thing
for the politician is to achieve the set aims, and it does not matter what ways
he will use for this (See Annex, Table 23).

Idea of the necessity to defend the position of party leader by its
members, even in case when one does not agree with it, is most supported
by the National Movement (43.0%) and the least by Ivanishvili (23.4%)
supporters (See Annex, Table 24).

EQUALITY

Respondents have the similar attitudes towards equality. 68.2% of
population is for economic equality, 62.8% thinks that homosexual men
and women should have the right to live as they wish.

Religious tolerance is rather low. Only less than one fourth of the
surveyed thinks that the representatives of other confessions should enjoy
the same rights as the Orthodox Christians.

Majority (86.1%) is for the increase of women’s participation in pub-
lic life. The biggest share (77.2%) does not agree with the statement that
University education is more important for boys than girls. Although the
attitude towards gender equality in employment sphere is much less egal-
itarian. 35.0% thinks that in case of scarcity of jobs, preference should be
given to men and 54.8% thinks that it is better for everyone, when men
works and woman looks after the family.

RELIGION

93.4% of the surveyed belongs to Georgian Orthodox Christian
Church, 2.4% is Muslim, 1.7% is Catholic, 0.6% is Gregorian, and the same,
0.6% is Jehovah Witness, 0.4% belongs to other confessions and 1.0% is
an atheist. Religion is considered important by the overwhelming majority
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(96.0%). More than half (56.3%) thinks that there is only one true religion.
So thinks the biggest share (66.0%) of the National Movement supporters
and the smallest (50.0%) share of Skeptics (See Annex, Table 25).

The majority of the respondents seem to be against separation of the
state and the church, as almost half (49.4%) thinks that those politicians
who do not believe in God should not be chosen for high state positions.
This attitude is shared more by Ivanishvili (54.2%), than by the National
Movement (48.3%) supporters and Skeptics (45.3%) (See Annex, Table
26). Also only 31.2% thinks that religious leaders should not interfere in
the governance of the country. Against participation of clergy is 38.3%
of the National Movement supporters, 32.9% of Skeptics and 27.9% of
Ivanishvili supporters (See Annex, Table 27).

The majority (73.1%) acknowledges the authority of the priest and
thinks that, that congregation member should do what the priest advises.
In this regard groups do not differ.

EVALUATION OF EXISTING IN THE COUNTRY SITUATION

If the difference between the supporters of different political actors in
regard to held values is not big, the opposite is true with the evaluation of
existing in the country situation. It is natural to witness in this regard the big-
gest polarization of supporters of Ivanishvili and the National Movement.
The situation is evaluated most positively by supporters of the National
Movement and most negatively by Ivanishvili supporters. Skeptics hold
medium position, although their evaluation is much closer to the position of
Ivanishvili supporters. So that, 89.0% of supporters of the National Move-
ment and only 22.9% of Ivanishvili supporters thinks that Georgia is on the
right path of development; 69.8% of supporters of the National Movement
and only 12.5% of Ivanishvili supporters thinks that there is democracy in
Georgia; 25.1% of supporters of the National Movement and 9.5% of Ivan-
ishvili supporters thinks that can exert influence on government decisions;
78.5% of supporters of the National Movement and 24.2% of Ivanishvili
supporters thinks that government considers people’s opinion; 61.2% of
supporters of the National Movement and only 9.4% of Ivanishvili support-
ers thinks that citizens of Georgia are equal before the law; 66.8% of sup-
porters of the National Movement and only 14.6% of Ivanishvili supporters
thinks that Human Rights are observed in Georgia (See Annex, Table 28).

The church is the most trusted institution, followed by police and
public defender. All the institutions listed in the survey with the exception
of church are the most trusted by the National Movement and the least
by Ivanishvili supporters. The Church is also trusted more by National
Movement (91.4%), than of any other supporters, but is the least trusted
by Skeptics (80.1%) (See Annex, Table 29).

Trust to institutions
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Respondents were requested to select from the listed 24 the most acute
five problems facing the country. All three groups selected the same four
problems — unemployment, poverty, relations with Russia and access to
quality health care. As for the fifth problem, Ivanishvili supporters selected
Human Rights, Skeptics and the National Movement supporters the pres-
ence of Russian armed forcers in Georgia. The difference exceeding 10% in
selection among any two groups has been observed in the evaluation of the
following problems: (See full list of problems in Annex, Table 30).

Unemployment. 69.8% of Ivanishvili, 78.0% of the National Movement
supporters and 78.9% of Skeptics.

Relation with Russia. 44.9% of Ivanishvili, 45.5% of the National Move-
ment supporters and 59.9% of Skeptics.

Presence of Russian armed forces in Georgia. 27.9% of Ivanishvili,
62.7% of the National Movement supporters and 37.9% of Skeptics.

Emigration. 14.3% of Ivanishvili, 25.8% of the National Movement sup-
porters and 17.4% of Skeptics.

Freedom of TV media. 17.0% of Ivanishvili, 2.4% of the National Move-
ment supporters and 10.6 % of Skeptics.

The supporters of Ivanishvili and the National Movement ascribe
different priorities to external orientations of the country. From the two
statements:

1. America is far away and would not help us, Georgia should do
anything, even refuse cooperation with US, to improve relations
with Russia and

2. Today US decides affairs in the world, Georgia included, and the
main thing is the cooperation with US, Russia cannot do much
anymore.

The greater portion of Ivanishvili supporters (69.6%) give priority to
relations with Russia, while supporters of the National Movement express
preference to relations with US (See Annex, Table 31).

The majority of surveyed (33.3%) thinks that future of Georgia mainly
depends on Georgia. So thinks 38.6% of the National Movement supporters,
38.1% of Skeptics and 29.5% of lavanishvili supporters (See Annex, Table 32).
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MAIN RESULTS

The analyses of the research results by supporters of political actors
revealed that the big portion of population restrains from revealing politi-
cal preferences. The remaining part shows polarization of political envi-
ronment and its concentration around the two actors - Ivanishvili and the
National Movement. Ivanishvili supporters outnumber supporters of the
National Movement. Although quite a big portion of population does not
trust any political actor. This people occupy a middle position in estima-
tions of the issues studied in the survey, although are closer to the position
of Ivanishvili supporters.

Groups of supporters in fact do not vary in values. Health, family,
home and education are mostly valued by all, but electorate differently
estimates democracy, with the biggest share of the National Movement
electorate and the smallest share of Skeptics considering it as the best
form of governance. Paradoxically the smallest portion of the Nation-
al Movement supporters and the biggest portion of Skeptics value the
widely acknowledged features of democracy, such as the necessity for the
government to listen to people, individuals and organizations having the
right to organize protest actions against initiatives of the state, participa-
tion of citizens in decision-making.

The problems, that the country faces are mostly similarly evaluated
by the supporters of two political actors and Skeptics. Unemployment,
poverty, relations with Russian, Presence of Russian armed force in Geor-
gia and an access to quality health care are selected by the majority, but
despite such a similarity, the evaluation of existing in the country situa-
tion, especially in regard to democracy and the trust to institutions is very
different. Compared to Ivanishvili supporters, supporters of the National
Movement evaluate it much more positively. Evaluation of Skeptics is
between the estimations given by these two groups, but is much closer to
evaluations of Ivanishvili supporters.

Taken together the analyses points that 10 month prior to elections
electorate is still at the early formating stage. Political actors have quite a
big reserve, with the half of the electorate either being undecided or not
revealing preferences, or so far not expressing trust to any political actor.
Success of political actor most probably will depend less on selection of
the focus for change, but more on proving its ability in finding solutions
to the problems.
